1/2 cup cream of chicken soup 
3/4 cup mayo 
2 tbsp butter melted (tossed with bread cubes reserved for topping) 
1 1/2 cups grated cheddar cheese 
 

Mix all ingredients and put in Pyrex baking dish, top with bread cubes tossed in butter.   Cover 
and cook for 45 minutes at 350 degrees.  Uncover and cook for another 20 minutes.  Serve 
warm.  You can also serve with undiluted, heated cream of chicken soup as a sauce.
